Greek Philosophers Foldable

Directions: After learning about the Sophists, Socrates, Plato, and Aristotle, create a four flap foldable including their greatest contributions.  Make your foldable neat and USE AT LEAST 4 COLORS.
Directions for making the foldable:
· Attach two pieces of plain typing paper vertically (hot dog) along the long edge, creating one large piece of paper.
· With the big paper landscape (hamburger), fold the sides in to meet in the middle.
· Cut the two flaps in half.
Now you have a very large foldable with four flaps:
Label the flaps

1. Who- on the outside cut out and paste the picture of the philosopher, and write his name.
On the inside COPY the quote and EXPLAIN it in YOUR OWN WORDS.
2. What- look on the page in the textbook (see above) and find 4 things this person believed or taught (things he did or thought).
3. When and where- write when and where he lived on the outside, on the inside write two important events from the person’s life (things that happened to him or around him).
4. Why- on the inside, write why we remember the person today.  In other words, what is his most important contribution?
